Middlesex Family Practice Residency Program Recognized

 New Primary Care Initiative Targets Local Doctors in Training

Preparing the Personal Physician for Practice (P4) initiative has potential to 
transform the way doctors are trained to practice medicine 

The Association of Family Medicine Residency Directors (AFMRD) and American Board of Family Medicine (ABFM), in collaboration with TransforMED, the American Academy of Family Physicians (AAFP) practice redesign initiative, today announced 14 family medicine residency programs will participate in an initiative aimed at changing the way family physicians are trained to practice medicine.

Middlesex Hospital Family Medicine Residency Program is among the 14 residency programs nationwide invited to participate in this progressive primary care initiative.

Dubbed P4, the Preparing the Personal Physician for Practice (P4) initiative has the potential to inspire considerable changes in the content and structure of family medicine training. Findings from the project are expected to guide future revisions in accreditation and content to ensure America’s future family doctors are proficient in using the most up-to-date tools and technologies to meet the growing demands of health care consumers. The AFMRD and ABFM Foundation have pledged nearly $1.75 million to fund the initiative, only a portion of the financial commitment necessary to drive this innovation forward. 

The proposed innovations vary among the 14 participating residencies. The Middlesex Hospital Family Medicine Residency Program’s P4 innovations will focus on implementing a model four-year curriculum to better prepare residents for a broad scope of practice. Residents will develop additional expertise through participation in tracks of excellence in geriatrics and palliative medicine, integrative medicine, maternal and child health, community and international health or academic skill development. Graduates will integrate full-spectrum practice with evidence-based chronic disease management and preventive care. The program intends to demonstrate improved outcomes in a redesigned advanced medical home.
